ARLINGTON, VA - In 2007, Dr. Alberto Hodari spoke t o 
over 100 students at Wayne State in Detroit about h is 
career performing abortions.  In his speech, Hodari  told 
students that doctors have a license to lie to thei r 
patients and that he only briefly washes his hands 
between abortions.

Dr. Hodari is also known for the death of 15 year o ld 
Tamiia Russell. He performed an abortion on the 6 m onth 
pregnant Russell on January 7, 2004. She died short ly 
after from infection and hemorrhaging, a result of the 
abortion. The abortion was performed without her pa rents' 
consent, and her pregnancy was the result of statut ory 
rape by her 24 year old boyfriend. Allegedly, when 
Russell's family called the facility with concerns over 
excessive bleeding after the abortion, the staff as sured 
them this was normal. After soaking her mattress wi th 
blood, she was taken to a hospital where she was 
pronounced dead.  

Student President Ashley Tyndall said, "Women have died 
while getting abortions with Hodari, and yet the 
Michigan board of health has never investigated him .  
How many women have to die before the bureaucrats s tart 
telling Hodari to wash his hands and tell patients the 



truth?"
